WHEREAS, the Provider is providing educational or digital services to LEA, which services
include: (a) cloud-based services for the digital storage, management, and retrieval of pupil
records; and/or (b) digital educational software that authorizes Provider to access, store, and use
pupil records; and

WHEREAS, the Provider and LEA recognize the need to protect personally identifiable student
information and other regulated data exchanged between them as required by applicable laws and
regulations, such as the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (“FERPA”) at 20 U.S.C. § 1232g
(34 C.F.R. Part 99); the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (“PPRA”) at 20 U.S.C. §1232h; and
the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (“COPPA”) at 15 U.S.C. § 6501-6506 (16 C.F.R. Part
312), accordingly, the Provider and LEA have executed the DPA, which establishes their respective
obligations and duties in order to comply with such applicable laws; and

clarifying their respective obligations and duties in order to comply with applicable California state
laws and regulations.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, LEA and Provider agree as follows:

1. Term. The term of this Amendment shall expire on the same date as the DPA, unless
otherwise terminated by the Parties.

2. Modification to Article IV, Section 7 of the DPA. Article IV, Section 7 of the DPA
(Advertising Limitations) is amended by deleting the stricken text as follows: Provider is
prohibited from using, disclosing, or selling Student Data to (a) inform, influence, or enable
Targeted Advertising; or (b) develop a profile of a student, family member/guardian or
group, for any purpose other than providing the Service to LEA. Targeted Advertising is
strictly prohibited. However, this section does not prohibit Provider from using Student
Data (i) for adaptive learning or customized student learning (including generating
personalized learning recommendations); or (i) to make product recommendations to
teachers or LEA employees th re n nsidered Tar Advertising; or (iii) to notify
account holders about new education product updates, features, or services that are not
considered Targeted Advertising or from otherwise using Student Data as permitted in this
DPA and its accompanying exhibits.
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
