ARTICLE Il: DATA OWNERSHIP AND AUTHORIZED ACCESS

3. Separate Account. If Student-Generated Content is stored or maintained by the
Provider, Provider shall, at the request of the LEA, transfer, or provide a mechanism
for the LEA to transfer, said Student-Generated Content to a separate personal
account created by the student; provided, however, such transfer shall only apply to
Student Generated Content that is severable from the Service.

with the data retention policy described in Exhibit A*. The duty to dispose of Student

Data shall not extend to Student Data that had been De-ldentified or placed in a
separate student account pursuant to section Il 3. The LEA may employ a “Directive
for Disposition of Data” form, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “D”. If the
LEA and Provider employ Exhibit “D,” no further written request or notice is required
on the part of either party prior to the disposition of Student Data described in
Exhibit “D”.
