LEA and Provider agree to the following additional terms and modifications:
ARTICLE IV: DUTIES OF PROVIDER

4. No Disclosure. Provider acknowledges and agrees that it shall not make any re-disclosure of any
Student Data or any portion thereof, including without limitation, user content or other non-public
information and/or personally identifiable information contained in the Student Data other than as
directed or permitted by the LEA or this DPA. This prohibition against disclosure shall not apply to
aggregate—summaries—of-De-ldentified information, Student Data disclosed pursuant to a lawfully
issued subpoena or other legal process, or to subprocessors performing services on behalf of the
Provider pursuant to this DPA. Provider will not Sell Student Data to any third party.

5. De-ldentified Data: Provider agrees not to attempt to re-identify dDe-ildentified Student Data.

De-ildentified Data may be used by the Provider for those purposes allowed under FERPA and the
following purposes:
(1) assisting the LEA or other governmental agencies in conducting research and other studies; and
(2) research and development of the Provider's educational sites, services, or applications, and to
demonstrate the effectiveness of the Services; and (3) for adaptive learning purpose and for
customized student learning. Provider's use of De-ldentified Data shall survive termination of this
DPA or any request by LEA to return or destroy Student Data. Except for Subprocessors, Provider
agrees not to transfer de- |dent|ﬂed Student Data to any party unless faﬁ that party agrees in wrltrng
not to attempt re-identification B e e een o—the
pfevﬁed—pﬁer—wmteﬁ—eeﬁeeﬁt—fer—sueh—traﬁsfef Prior to publlshrng any document that names the
LEA explicitly or indirectly, the Provider shall obtain the LEA's written approval of the manner in which
de-identified data is presented.

ARTICLE V: DATA PROVISIONS

4. Audits. No more than once a year, or following unauthorized access, upon receipt of a
written request from the LEA with at least ten (10) business days’ notice and upon the
execution of an appropriate confidentiality agreement, the Provider will allow the LEA to
audit the security and privacy measures that are in place to ensure protection of Student
Data or any portion thereof as it pertains to the delivery of services to the LEA. The LEA may
make reasonable inquiries of the Provider regarding the use of the LEA's Student Data and
the security measures undertaken by the Provider to protect said Student Data. The Provider
will cooperate reasonably with the LEA and any local, state, or federal agency with oversight
authority or jurisdiction in connection with any audit or investigation of the Provider and/or
delivery of Services to students and/or LEA, and shall provide reasonable access to the
Provider's faeitities; staff, agents and LEA’'s Student Data and all records pertaining to the
Provider, LEA and delivery of Services to the LEA. Failure to reasonably cooperate shall be
deemed a material breach of the DPA.

5. Data Breach. In the event of an unauthorized release, disclosure or acquisition of Student
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Data that compromises the security, confidentiality or integrity of the Student Data
maintained by the Provider the Provider shall provide notification to LEA within severty-twe
three (#23) heurs business days of confirmation of the incident, unless notification within
this time limit would disrupt investigation of the incident by law enforcement. In such an
event, notification shall be made within a reasonable time after the incident. Provider shall
follow the following process:

(1) The security breach notification described above shall include, at a minimum, the
following information to the extent known by the Provider and as it becomes available:

i.  The name and contact information of the reporting LEA subject to this
section.

i.  Alist of the types of personal information that were or are reasonably
believed to have been the subject of a breach.

iii.  If the information is possible to determine at the time the notice is
provided, then either
(1)the date of the breach, (2) the estimated date of the breach, or (3) the
date range within which the breach occurred. The notification shall also
include the date of the notice.

iv.  Whether the notification was delayed as a result of a law enforcement
investigation, if that information is possible to determine at the time the
notice is provided; and

v. A general description of the breach incident, if that information is
possible to determine at the time the notice is provided.

(2) Provider agrees to adhere to all federal and state requirements with respect to a data
breach related to the Student Data, including, when appropriate or required, the
required responsibilities and procedures for notification and mitigation of any such
data breach.

(3) Provider further acknowledges and agrees to have a written incident response plan
that reflects best practices and is consistent with industry standards and federal and
state law for responding to a data breach, breach of security, privacy incident or
unauthorized acquisition or use of Student Data or any portion thereof, including
personally identifiable information and agrees to provide LEA, upon request, with a
summary of said written incident response plan.

(4) LEA shall provide notice and facts surrounding the breach to the affected students,
parents or guardians.

(B) In the event of a breach originating from LEA's use of the Service, Provider shall
cooperate with LEA to the extent necessary to expeditiously secure Student Data.
