What this Privacy Policy Covers

This Privacy Policy covers how we treat Personal Data that we gather when Organizations access the Platform.
“Personal Data” means any information that identifies or relates to a particular individual and also includes
information referred to as “personally identifiable information” or “personal information” under applicable data
privacy laws, rules or regulations. Keep in mind that Snorkl services schools, districts, companies, and other
organizations. This Policy covers Personal Data we collect as a controller with those Organizations, which comprises
Business Contact Data. If you are a student, teacher, administrator, or other individual for whom access to the Platform
has been enabled by one of our Organizations please contact the applicable organization signed up for access to Snorkl
on your behalf to learn more about Personal Data of yours that organization collects.

Legal Obligations

We may share any Personal Data that we collect with third parties in conjunction with any of the activities set forth under

Business Transfers

All of your Personal Data that we collect may be transferred to a third party if we undergo a merger, acquisition,
bankruptcy or other transaction in which that third party assumes control of our business (in whole or in part). Should
one of these events occur, we will make reasonable efforts to notify you before your information becomes subject to
different privacy and security policies and practices. Please note that any Personal Data we collect that is subject to the
Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (“FERPA”), the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Act (“COPPA”) or other laws
or regulations relating to the protection of students’ and/or childrens’ Personal Data will remain subject to such laws or
regulations in the event that a third party assumes control of our business. To the extent that we are required to enter
into a contract with a School under such laws or regulations, the contract will specify that any successor entity to Snorkl
will be bound by the terms of such contract.

Data that is Not Personal Data

We may create aggregated, de-identified or anonymized data from the Personal Data we collect, including by removing
information that makes the data personally identifiable to a particular user. We may use such aggregated, de-identified or
anonymized data and share it with third parties for our lawful business purposes, including to analyze, build and improve
the Platform and promote our business, provided that we will not share such data in a manner that could identify you.

Tracking Tools and Opt-Out

The Platform use cookies and similar technologies such as pixel tags, web beacons, clear GIFs and JavaScript (collectively,
“Cookies”) to enable our servers to recognize your web browser, tell us how and when you visit and use our Platform,
analyze trends, learn about our user base and operate and improve our Platform. Cookies are small pieces of data—
usually text files — placed on your computer, tablet, phone or similar device when you use that device to access our
Platform.

We seek to protect your Personal Data from unauthorized access, use and disclosure using appropriate physical, technical,
organizational and administrative security measures based on the type of Personal Data and how we are processing that
data.

Data Retention

Personal Data of Children

under COPPA, or obtaining verifiable parental consent for students under thirteen (13) to use the Platform. In accordance
with COPPA guidelines, Snorkl only collects personal information of children from an Organization (after obtaining School
Consent) reasonably necessary to provide the Platform so that children may receive our educational services, and will not
collect personal information of children under 13 for any extraneous purposes.

As noted earlier in
the Policy, Snorkl is only a controller of Business Contact Data and all forms of student data are solely processed
by Snorkl to provide the Platform.
